· A new Safeguarding Policy was sent to all Councillors for approval. Needed for grants and for showing our commitment to safeguarding children and others.

· Dog Warden – Clerk updated council after conversation with Adrian Rayner from the Engagement Team at MDC.  Discussion whether fines can be given out for dog fouling, littering and parking. Clerk to find out.
Cllr Haywood proposed that an officer be employed to carry out patrols in the village once the above information was received. Cllr Chandler seconded. All in favour. Hours to be decided.
· Painting- A detailed painting of Mayland has been kindly donated to the Parish Council. It was decided to put it next to the kitchen in the hall after framing. Clerk to send a letter of thanks to artists.
159 Village Environment
· Mayflower Walk- Path very muddy and hard to use during winter months. Cllr Oatham proposed that £1,000 be spent to lay planings along path to help with these issues. Cllr Harding seconded. All in favour
· Bench- A resident has requested a new bench be installed at the bottom of Nipsells Chase. The existing benches are owned by the Environment Agency. Clerk to contact them to ask for a further bench.
